Article 17

All children have the right to information that is important 
to your well being, from the radio, news paper, books, 
computers and other reliable sources. Adults should make 
sure that the information you are giving to children is not 
harmful and help children find out and understand the 
information children need.

 We will respect and take care of the books in nursery.
 We will ask questions around things we are interested 

in.
 We will share our ideas
 We will listen to each other and take turns in 

conversation.
 We will take turns and share the toys in nursery.

 Adults will be positive role models to support children 
to enjoy reading.

 Adults will promote positive behaviour management
 Adults will talk about e-safety when accessing on line 

information.
 Adults will ensure children have access to information 

to extend their learning and knowledge on a particular 
subject matter.

 Adults will help children find out about things they do 
not understand.

Article 24

All children have the right to the best health care possible, 
safe water to drink, nutritious food, a clean and safe 
environment, and information to help you stay well. 

 We will drink water throughout the day
 We will try new foods and textures
 We will clean our teeth after lunch
 We will wash our hands before eating and after going to 

the toilet.
 We will help tidy up

 Adults will provide a water station for free access to 
water

 Adults will provide cooking activities that promote 
healthy eating

 Adults will provide opportunities for children to clean 
their teeth

 Adults will model hygiene routines such as washing 
hands

 Adults will provide routines that promote children to 
tidy up and look after their environment.

Article 29

All children have the right to an education that supports 
children to use and develop their talents and abilities. It 
should also help you to live peacefully, protect the 
environment and respect other people.

 We will recycle using the outside and inside recycling 
bins.

 We will take care of the plants by watering them and 
caring for them throughout the seasons.

 We will listen to others and show respect.
 We will use tools safely
 We will keep the environment tidy

 Adult will listen to children 
 Adults will ensure a flexible curriculum that supports 

children’s interest
 Adults will model how to care of their environment
 Adults will model how to use tools for purpose safely.
 Adults will support children to become global citizens 

by helping to fund raise to ensure cleaner environments 
across the world.
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
